Please return form and payment (made out to the school) to
the office or homeroom teacher. If registration is completed online, a paper form doesn’t need to be
returned. For general questions about Kaleidoscope, contact Tonya Cooper at tcooper@seeschool.com.
Space is limited in every class. If a class is full after you submit in your registration, Ms. Cooper will
contact you as soon as possible to see if a different class might work instead. If minimum numbers are
not met, Ms. Cooper will contact the parent to see if a different class will be acceptable and any
payments will be returned as needed. Please make sure your child’s schedule will accommodate a class
before registering. Withdrawing after registration is closed causes potential problems with meeting
class minimum numbers. Registration for the spring session closes at midnight on Tuesday, March 3rd.
